


















SHUTDOWN FOR ALL MODELS
Make sure all personnel have egressed the hazardous area and have disconnected from the breath-
ing air system.

1. Close cylinder valves.
2. Depressurize manifold pressure by partially engaging male plug into one of the respira-
     tor fittings.
3. Close the regulator by turning the control knob counterclockwise.
4. Reinstall dust caps.
5. Remove connections from cylinders. Reinstall cylinder valve covers (if applicable).
6. If transportation of cart is required, remove clevis pin, place foot on base and pull handle

until movement stops. Replace clevis pin.

HIGH PRESSURE AIRLINE GENERAL MAINTENANCE & INSPECTION
FOR ALL MODELS

Monthly
1. Check regulators, gauges, and valves for external leakage.
2. Inspect cylinder valves for proper closure.
3. Check cylinder pigtails for cleanliness, flexibility, wear, leakage, blisters on hose, thread
     damage, and O-rings on CGA fittings. Replace damaged items immediately.

Annually
1. Check relief valve’s pressure setting.
2. Check regulator function by opening and closing regulator valve knob fully.

Every 4 years
1. Replace all flexible pigtails.
